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Introduction  

The Listing Tool is a program that has been released by Asellertool to our P DA scouting program 

subscribers.  By using this listing software, you can potentially list hundreds of items to Amazon.com 

for sale in 30 minutes or less.  

 

The Listing T ool can auto - import  media items that have given a ñBUYò rating from a PDA scanner 

durin g scouting.  This will save time  you would have had to spend scan ning  those media items again 

when listing to Amazon.com.  You can also use a desktop scanner connected to a PC to scan barcodes 

to list with this program.  

 

The program provides many excellen t features that will allow you to quickly add/edit item descriptions 

and upload multiple items to Amazon.com automatically.  This program will save you a tremendous 

amount of time when listing your items on Amazon.com for sale.  

 

Below are step by step inst ruction to get you started:  
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SECTION I ï Setting up an Account  

 

Step 1: Set up Your Amazon Web Services (AWS) Keys  and Merchant and Marketplace IDs  

You need to have your own Amazon Web Services (AWS) Keys and IDs ready in order to use this 

program.  

 

To rec eive your Amazon Web Services  (AWS)  Key s, click the link here: http :// aws .amazon .com /  

 

ƀ Mouse over the óMy Account/Consoleô button, and then click on Security Credentials. Enter your e -

mail address and password to login to your account.

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ƀ Once youôre logged in, you may be asked to enter certain contact information one time; please do 

so and then, on the next screen, click Account Identifiers.

ƀ You will now see the  ñYour Access Keysò section.  Here you will receive two keys, your Access Key 

ID and your Secret Access Key . (Click SHOW  and your Secret Access Key will appear).  The Access 

Keyôs below have been ommitted for confidentiality.

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The Access Key ID will look  something like this -  "AKIAIXXXXXFB5MMMMMMA"  

And your secret access key will look like: ñs9xxXXxXxXxxRhsSQIMyMmMMMmmMMpMsARtLoc3ò. 

 

You can copy and paste those 2 key s information in a text file for future reference.  You can always 

return to this page at any  time to view your credentials/ keys if you forget this information.   
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Step 2: Setti ng up an MWS Merchant  ID and Marketplace ID  and sending AWS information  

¶ NOTE:  THERE IS AN AWS KEY ON THE MWS  PAGE AS WELL . DO NOT  USE THIS  AWS KEY  FOR 

THE  STEPS ABOVE.  PLEASE ONLY USE THE KEY IN STEP 1 FOR THE E-MAIL BELOW . 

¶ To be eligible to use the Listing Tool, you need to be either a current PDA subscriber, or an 
active trial use r. Assuming this is correct,  continue below:  

1.  Go to  http://developer.amazonservices.com . 

2.  Click the  Sign up for MWS  button.  
3.  Log into your Amazon seller account.  
4.  On the MWS registration page, c lick the button for  ñI want to use an application to access 

my Amazon seller account with MWS ò. 
5.  In the  Application Name  text box, type the name "ASellertool Listing Tool"  

6.  In the  Application's Developer Account Number  text box, enter the MWS developer 
accou nt identifier given to you by AST , which would be the following: 5377 -0914 -1952 .  

7.  Click the  Next  button.  
8.  Accept the Amazon MWS License Agreement and click the  Next . 
9.  Copy your account identifiers (Merchant ID and Marketplace ID). It is also a good practice to 

print this page and save it in a safe place.  
10.  The next time you open the "Listing Tool" software, you will be prompted to enter the  

Merchant  ID and MarketPlace  ID . 

 

 

Finally, to comply with the new rules Amazon has rolled our for the use of AWS, you mu st send an 

email to support@asellertool.com  and be sure to include 4 specific items needed to sync your account 

with our listing tool:  

1. Seller Account Email  

2. Seller Account Nickname  

3.  Indicate whether yo u are an Amazon PRO seller (where  you pay Amazon $40 a month)  

4.  AWS Access Key ID, You do NOT need send us the Secret Access Key.    (Please make sure you send 

us the AWS access key from http://aws.amazon.com , not fro m other pages).   

5. Merchant ID  

 

Please bear in mind that this process might take anywhere from 7 to 10 business days depending on 

how fast Amazon can sync your account. You will get an email from Asellertool with confirmation that 

your informati on has been applied successfully.

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Make sure you already received a confirmation email from us that your AWS key is synced with Amazon.com, then 
you can proceed to the next step.
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Step 3 : Connect the PDA to  a  Windows Computer  

ƀ After you have the Access  Key ID and your Secret Access Key , you can connect your PDA to a  PC 

(Windows Desktop/Laptop only , as MacOS is not supported at this time ). Use the sync cable or cradle 

to connect your PDA into one of the PCôs USB ports. 

ƀ If your PC is running Windows XP, y ou will use  the  ActiveSync  program to connect to the PDA.  

ƀ If your PC is running Windows Vista or Windows 7 , you will use  the  Windows  Mobile  Device  

Center  progra m to connect to PDA.  

 

ƀ On Windows XP: Make sure the word "Connected"  is shown inside  the ActiveSync  program 

window.  

ƀ On Windows Vista or Windows 7: Make sure you see a green check mark and the word 

ñConnectedò in the bottom left hand corner of the Windows Mobile Device Center program window, and 

then, on the right hand side, click ñSet Up Device ò. Simply follow the prompts displayed, ensuring, 

when check boxes appear, that they are all unchecked.

NOTE:  Step 2 must  be comp leted before moving on to Step 3; the PDA must be properly connected to 

the computer for a check to be done by the listing tool program.  
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Step 4 : Start  the  Listing Tool Program  

The Listing Tool program can either be found on o ur desktop, with  a barcode i con,  or it can be found by 

going to the Start m enu, then Programs or All Programs, and then into the Asellertool Folder.

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Step 5 : Setting u p y our Account and Running the P rogram  for the First Time  

ƀ You may get a notific ation requesting your account information when the program runs for  the f irst 

time. Pressing OK  here will bri ng up the Account Setup screen.

ƀ Copy and paste your  shipping address,  Amazon Merchant ID, your Amazon MarketPl ace ID , your 

Amazon AWS Access ID Key , and your Secret Access Key from aws .amazon .com  then select SAVE. You 

are now ready to start using the Listing Tool.

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SECTION II ï Basic Operations  

 

Step 6 :  Import Barcodes to L ist  

To start to use the listing tool, you need to import barcodes to be li sted from  the  PDA scanner, PC 

desktop scanner , or manual entry.  Click the ñScanò button to open the ñScanò window to  import 

barco des .

Import  from PDA  

When you are out scouting, every scanned barcode that gives you a ñBuyò rating will be saved in a 

ñbuy.txtò file on your PDA.  You can also create a criteria group in the PDA that will give buy ratings for 

any media items scanned, so yo u can list all of them later. The listing program  will grab that buy.txt 

file automatically when you click ñImport Barcode from PDAò and populate those barcodes in the scan 

window.  

 

To Utilize : Select option (1), and then click button (2). Barcodes will import and show in the box (5).  

 

Import from PC  

This option allows you to either use a desktop USB scanner or manually type in ISBN or UPC numbers 

into a text box, and have them show up as barcod es to be listed after pressing ñEnter.ò  

 

To Utilize : Select option ( 3), and then use an attached  PC USB scanne r or number pad to enter 

barcodes. Barcodes will import and show in the box  at  (5).   
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Import Barcodes from File.  

You can also input a list of barcodes from a text (.txt) file directly into th e program. The barcodes 

should be saved so that they are seperate d by a return carriage, like so:

To Utilize : Click button (4). An óOpen Fileô window will appear; at this point, youôll be able to browse 

and select the proper text file; clicking óOpenô will load the barcodes from the text file and show them 

in the box at (5).  

 

Deleting Entered Barcodes  

This button will allow you to delete entered barcodes to trim the amount of barcodes that will be 

checked through Amazon for listing.  

 

To Utilize: Select an entry in box (5) b y clicking on it to highligh t. O nce highlighted, click button (6) to 

delete it from the list.  

 

Finishing  

To finish after all barcodes wanted have been entered, simply click  the Finish button (7) in the scan 

window.  

  

NOTE: ñImport Barcodes  from PDAò and ñImport from PCò are not mutually exclus ive. I t is possible to 

upload ñbuy.txt ò first, and then  manually  add any books the program  missed , or  do so in reverse order.  

 

As well, if there is an interruption in look -up for certain files, or if you do want to update the 

information for book s already looked up, you can use the Check Amazon button to have the program 

conduct another look -up of entered barcodes.

Whether  the check is started from the Check Amazon button or from clicking finish in the Scan win dow, 

you will see the user interface grey out all options . T he progress of the check to Amazon can be 

reviewed by looking to the Progress section of the main window, which will show a progress bar on how 

much of the check is left to do, as well as state wh en it is checking each barcode uploaded.

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Step 7 : Understanding SKU Options  

 

¶ You need to assign an  SKU to every item that needs to be listed on Amazon through this 

program.   

 

¶ Our program separates each  SKU into two parts: the SKU prefix and SKU  suffix.  

 

¶ The SKU prefix can be used to indicate location, for example, shelfA, bookcase1.  An Sku  prefix 

can also indicate media type, for example, textbookShelfA, CDShelfB.  

 

¶ The SKU  suffix contains only number s to indicate th e position with in  the SKU prefix.  For 

example, shelfA -100 means it is 100th item in shelfA.  

 

¶ With a good SKU  system, you can org anize your inventory better and locate the right item 

easily.

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Step  8 : Editing a Single Item

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After importing an item, the Listing T ool will populate itself with general information about the

As we ll,  conditions, FBA status, and shipping options can be given descriptions that will be add ed to the 

Seller Description when said aspects a re enabled.  Below is a explanation of setting the description s for 

conditions and FBA status.  Descriptions for shipping options are discussed in their section of the 

tutorial.

It is advisable that any changes you do to condition and/or FBA status descriptions be done before any 

items are uploaded to the listing tool.

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Step 9 : Uploading It ems to Amazon  

 

After your item is set up, you can choose how to upload it to Amazon:

As a note, check -marking the FBA box on an item will m ark it as an FBA item on Amazon.  A shipping 

label can be printed out from Amazon .com.  Alternatively, you can create an FBA shipment directly from 

our program, which will be discussed later in the tutorial.  

 

Once Upload to Amazon is pressed, the program will create an upload.txt file for the books you are 

going to list, and the n store it in the astlisting folder in your Doc uments or My Documents folder. I t will 

then give you the option to automatically upload this file to Amazon:

After clicking yes, in the Progress window, you will see that the upl oad is commencing to Amazon, and 

it will  tell you that it is processing  this may take five minutes or more to finish uploading , dependi ng on 

Amazonôs current usage.

When the upload process is complete, a feed report wi ll be generated.

This feed report will show a few pieces of information : T he total number of items  that the program  

attempted to list, the total number of items  that were successful ly listed , and, for those  items  that  

werenôt successfully listed , their record number, SKU, and error information so o ne can see what the 

problem was.  

 

Step 10: Creating an FBA Shipment   

 

Our current v ersion of the Listing Tool softward allows customers to create FBA shipments directly from 

the listing tool, minmizing the time and effort needed to finish the process in Amazon.com. The proce ss 

can be started as soon as a customer  finish es listing a batch of books for Amazon, where at least some 
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of them have the FBA check -box checked. An FBA sh ipment can be started by first going to Menu, and 

then Start FBA Shipment.

The following screen will appear when a customer starts an FBA shipment: The different sections are 

described below:

Print FBA Labels:  This button will activate the installed software for a DYMO label printer, with 

templates loaded to print out FBA labels for the books on this screen, eliminating the need to print 

them out on Amazon. BE ADVISED:  This has be en tested with a DYMO 450 series label printer and 
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version 8.3 of the DYMO software; your software  must be this version for the templates to be created; 

make sure your version is updated, and, if it is not, please go to DYMOôs support site at 

http://global.dymo.com/enGB/Support/default.html  to download the lastest software and drivers.  

 

Update Shipments:  This button will ensure that the currently listed items are sent to Amazon.com to 

prepare  for fufillment with the current shipment name. After clicking this button, you will eventually 

get a pop -up window stating that the update has been successful.   

 

Close Window:  This will close the Start FBA Shipment windows.  

 

 

ASIN:  The Amazon Stadard Iden tfication Number for the item in question.  

SKU:  The SKU set from the listing tool program; this is a personal SKU set by you, not a FNSKU set by 

Amazon.  

Title:  The title of the book being uploaded for FBA.  

Image:  The image of the cover of the item being pr ocessed.  

Condition: What condition the book was set to when listed.  

Quan t ity:  The Quan t ity selected while listed.  

FNSKU:  The FNSKU is a specfic number assigned to each item in the batch of items youôre uploading, 

created so that when an item  is sent in it c an be quickly identified and processed. This is the code that 

will appear as a barcode on the  FBA label being printed out.  

Shipment Name:  This shipment name  

Fufill Center :  This code indicates the Fufillment Center this item is going to; this all should be  one 

shipment center, based on the physical address that was entered into the Account Setup screen.  

Shipment ID:  This ID indicates the shipment ID as it will appear by Amazon in their records; it can be 

used in tandem with a Shipment Name to identify a cer tain shipment of items from others.  

 

 

Process:  

1)  The  process to set up an FBA shipment starts with uploading books in question to Amazon utilizing 

the previous Steps. Books you want to prepare for shipment should have been selected for FBA by 

check -markin g the appropriate box as shown in Step 9.  

 

2)  Once items are uploaded to Amazon itself , you may access the Start FBA Shipment screen by 

following the instructions above.  

 

3)  Once you have the items you want to prepare for an FBA shipment uploaded, ensure t hat the 

proper óShipment Nameô is selected for each item. At this time, you may either print out labels for the 

items themselves using the Print Label button, or skip that step in preperation from printing them out 

from Amazon.  

 

4)  Whether or not labels ar e printed, click óUpdate Shipmentsô to send the information to Amazon for 

processing; at this point, you will go to your seller account at Amazon.com to finish the process.  You 

will see the following pop up to confirm the shipment has been updated.

5)  Once you have updated  shipments and logged into your seller account, you should be able to go 

into your óAll Inventoryô listing and see the items youôve listed for FBA. Youôll be able to tell which items 

are FBA by looking in the Quanity and Fufilled Byô columns.

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6)  At this time, the custo mer will click óShipping Queueô to bring up the shipping plan(s) created 

through the Listing Tool. It may take a few minutes after the feed report to display for a shipment to 

appear on this screen. When you see it, click on óWork on Shipmentô next to the appropriate item.

7)  On the next screen, the quanities should have already been populated; you may double check this, 

and, afterwards, click óSave and Continueô.

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8)  The next scre en will allow you to print labels if you were unable or unwilling to print them through 

the listing tool. After printing labels needed or ignoring this screen, click óSave & Continueô

9)  After this page, all preceedin g pages will remain the same in terms of creating an FBA shipment; 

please refer to Amazon.com support for furthur assistance if needed.
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SECTION III ï Advanced Customization  

 

Step 1 1 : Using the Price Difference Setting s (Power Feature)  

The current version o f the listing tool does support a method of automatically calculating the pric e one  

will list their books for called Price Difference . I t can be used to select a ranked price a book is being 

sold at (from the first to tenth lowest price used, and the same range of prices for new items), and 

then automatically listing it at that price plus or minus an amount you enter into the appropriate box, 

as explained below:

It should be noted that the price will be changed when a  price is clicked on in the item screen. With the 

plus or minus selected and a price difference entered; at that time the calculation will be made, and 

the caclulated price entered into the Your Price box; if you wish to calculate for a different item, sim ply 

repeat the process on the different item itself.  
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Step 1 2 :  Und erstanding Shipping Preferences  to Set Shipping Options Automatically  

 

This feature gives the user the ability to customize what type of shipping is available for an item ôs 

given shipping weight. To find it, go to Menu and select " Edit Shipping Preference. ò

What makes this feature so unique is that once your shipping settings are set, the program will 

automatically set the corresponding shipping option for the imported item based on its weight; the 

customer does not need to manually set shipping for every imported item.  

 

For each shipping type, there are several options:
